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SUNMARIES OF REVENUES,
EXPEND I TURES AND FUND BALANCES

The schedules and exhibits contained in this section provide both summary and detailed financia! Information for all funds maintained by
%he State. Individual funds are grouped into one of the following categories--General State funds, Special Revenue, Capital Projects, Trust
unds.

GENERAL STATE FUNDS include the General Fund, Property Tax Rellef Fund, Casino Revenue Fund, Casino Controf Fund and Gubernatorial
Elections Fund.

The General Fund is the fund into which all State revemues, not otherwise restricted by statute, are depesited and from which
appropriations are made. The largest part of the total financlal operations of the State is accounted for in the General Fund. Revenues
received from most taxes, Federal revenues, and certaln miscel laneous revenue items are recorded in the General Fund.

The Property Tax Relief Fund accounts for revenues from the New Jersey Gross Income Tax. Revenues realized from the Gross Income Tax are
dedicated by the State Constitution. All receipts from taxes levied on personal Income of individuals, estates, and trusts must be
appropriated exclusively for the purpose of reducing or offsetting property taxes. Anmual appropriations are made from the fund, pursuant to
Tformulae established by the Legisiature, to counties, municipalities, and school districts,

The Casino Revenue Fund accounts for .the tax on gross revenues generated by the casinos. Gross revenue refers to the total of all.sums
actual ly received by a licensee from gaming operations, less the total sums paid out as winnings to patrons. Appropriations from this fund
must be used for reductions in property taxes, utility charges and other specified expenses of eligible senjor citizens.

The Casino Controd Fund accounts for fees from the Iséuame and annual rerewal of casino licenses, work permit fees, and other license fees.
Appropriations are made to fund the operations of the Casino Control Commission and the Division of Gaming Enforcement.

The Gubernatorial Elections Fund is used to account for receipts from the one dollar designations on New Jersey Gross Income Tax returns.
When Indicated by the taxpayer. one dotlar of the tax s reserved from gross income tax revenues (Property Tax Relief Fund) and credited to
the Gubernatorial Elections Fund. These funds are available for appropriations pursuant to the HNew Jersey Campaign Contrlbutions and

Expenditures Reporting Act, as amended.

SPECIAL REVENUE FUMDS account for resources legally restricted to expenditure for specified current operating pu;ﬂgses. (While the
Property Tax Relief, Casino Revenue, Casino Control, and Gubernatorial Elections Funds actually fall into this category, y are included
under General State Funds 'as they make up an integral portion of the State's Annual Budget).

" CAPITAL PROJECT FUNDS account for financial resources used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities for State use.

TRUST FUNDS account for the tramsactions related to assets, liabilities and fund equity held In a trustee capacity by the State.

Anticipated Revenues

Anticipated revenues support what is normalty referred to as the Governor's Budget. The antlicipated revenues col tected are applied
principally to one of Tive funds—-the General Fund, the Property Tax Rellef Fund, the Casino Control Fund, the Casino Reverue Fund, and the
Gubernatorial Elections Fund.

A description of the major categories of anticipated revenue sources within the flve funds and a description of the principal taxes

are discussed in the fol lowing.
GENERAL FIRD
Major Taxes

" The Major Taxes category is omposed of seventeen taxes or fees which are levied within the State. The majority of the revemue is
generated from the sale and use of goods and services; general business taxes, which are received from varlious corporations; motor vehicle
fees; a public utility excise tax; and other excise taxes. A description of the five largest sources, all raising more than $200 milfien,
follows.

The Sales and Use Tax Act imposes a tax at the rate of b percent on receipts from (a) retail sale, rental, or use of tangible personal
property; (b) retai! sale of producing, fabricating, processing, installing, maintaining, repairing, storage, and certain_advertising
services; (c) sales of restaurant meals; (d) rental of hotel and motel rooms; and (e) certain admission charges. Sales of food, paper

. products, over-the~counter drugs, clothing, and other specifled items are exempt from collection of the tax.

"The Cigarette Tax Is Imposed at the rate of $.27 per package of twenty cigarettes. The tax Iis collected primarily from licensed
distributors who receive the cigarettes directly from out-of-state manufacturers.

The Motor Fuels Tax applies to sales of gasoline, diesel fuel, or liquefied petroleun gas and compressed natural gas used in motor
vehicles on public highways. The tax is $.105 per gallon for gasoline and $.135 per gallon for diesel fuel, and half the gasoline rate for
other gases.

The Motor Vehicle Fees include automobile and truck registrations, drivers' ficenses, and miscellaneous fees collected by the Division
of Motor Vehicles.

The Corporation Business Tax imposes a franchise tax for the priviiege of having or exercising a corporate charter or doing business,

employing or owning capital or property, or maintaining an office In New Jersey. The tax is applicable to every corporation not expressiy
exempted. The effective rate is 9 percent of net income.

Miscellaneous Taxes, Licenses, and other Deparimental Fees

This category includes revenues received by the various State agencles. Typical Items include recreation and boating fees,
institutional and patient fees, investment earnings, and other similar items.

Interfimd Transfers _
The Interfund Transfer category includes monies which were received into various capltal projects and trust funds because of legal or

statutory requirements, and then subsequently transferred into the Genera! Fund as anticipated revenue for expenditure purposes. Included in
these types of revenue are the monies received by the State Lottery, and interest earned on investment of bond funds.

PROPERTY TAX RELIEF FUND

The gross Income tax is calculated at 2 percent on the first $20,000 of taxable income, 2.5 percent on amounts to $50,000, and 3.5
percent on amounts in excess of $50,000. All monies in the fund must be appropriated exclusively for reducing or offsetting property taxes.

GUBERNATORIAL ELECTIONS FUND

A taxpayer cam voluntarily indicate that §1 of his income tax can be set aside into this special fund. Such mohies are used to
finance a portion of the expenses of guberratorial primary and general elections.

CASIND REVENUE FURD

A tax of 8 percent on the gross revenue of all casinos Is deposited Into the Casino Revenue Fund. All monles In this fund must be
used for reduction in property taxes, and utility and rental charges of eligible disabled and senior cltizens. )

CASINO CONTROL FUND

License Tees for the issuance of anmual renewal of casino licenses, slot machines, non-refundable its for each application for a
license, and fees for the issuance of various work permits are deposited Into the Casino Control Fund. Such revenues are used to support the
operation of the Casino Control Commission and the Division of Gaming Enforcement. ‘
